Speak Right!™ English Pronunciation Programme

This is a 2-day intensive programme in English pronunciation skills for anyone who wishes
to speak English correctly for personal satisfaction or career success.

Course Objective

It is well known that most Malaysians pronounce English badly. This is because when we
speak English, we tend to import the sounds in our respective mother tongues into English.
This programme aims to create an awareness of the common pronunciation mistakes made by
Malaysians and to highlight several key areas for improvement that will enable participants to
sound dramatically better in a short time. Participants will also be taught to read the
International Phonetic Alphabet used in English dictionaries.

Course Methodology

This programme employs adult learning techniques which include active learning strategies
to facilitate understanding and retention. Participants will spend 80% of the time in actual
practice which allows them to learn and develop a new way of speaking English. A workbook
is used to facilitate the programme. Included in the workbook is a chart which the participants
can use (after the programme) to track their progress in incorporating the various elements of
correct pronunciation in day-to-day speech. The number of participants is limited to 15 to
ensure personal attention for each participant.
